PASS RATE

The Appal achian Coll ege of Pharmacy (the AColl e

Class of 2009. The College awarded 59 Doctor of Pharmacy degrees at its commencement and hooding
ceremony in May 2009. The Class of 2009 has achieved a pass rate of 94.34% on the North American
Phar maci st Examination (NAPLEX). This percenta
pass rate of 92.06%. All pharmacy graduates are required to pass the NAPLEX in order to obtain a
pharmacy license and practice pharmacy in the United States of America. Of the fifty nine 2009
graduates, twenty eight have accepted pharmeleyed employment in the Appalachia region. Overall,
forty-five of the recent graduates have accepted jobs in community pharmacies, ten have accepted jobs
in hospital pharmacies and two have been accepted into residency programs. The three year doctor of
pharmacy program at ACP has a total of 126 alumni and 65% of all alumni are employed in the
Appalachia Region.
