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The Appalachian College of Pharmacy is pleased to announce that on June 24, 2010 the Commission on Colleges 

of the  Southern Association of Colleges and Schools (ñSACSò) has awarded candidacy status for accreditation 

with the Commission to the Appalachian College of Pharmacy (the ñCollegeò). 

Michael G. McGlothlin, President of the College, described the Collegeôs new status by saying that ñthe achieve-

ment of     candidacy status is an essential milestone in the growth and development of the College.ò McGlothlin 

noted that this approval by SACS will permit the College to apply to have its students offered federal student 

loans through the Federal Title IV      Program administered by the Department of Education.  Offering federal 

loans will provide the Collegeôs students with much needed financial assistance while they work toward their 

doctor of pharmacy degree.  

 The College was established as the University of Appalachia College of Pharmacy in August of 2003 and opened 

two years later. The College is the regionôs first fully accredited three-year Doctor of Pharmacy program by the 

Accreditation Council on Pharmacy Education (ñACPEò) and Virginiaôs only three-year doctor of pharmacy   

program.  ACPE is the national agency for the accreditation of professional degree programs in pharmacy. The    

College has successfully graduated three classes of alumni, the majority of whom have accepted pharmacy-

related jobs in the Appalachian Region.  The College will accept its sixth class of 75 new students on August 18, 

2010 for a total enrollment of 205 students.  The College is located at Oakwood, Virginia.

NEW  ORGANIZATION  TAKES  THE  COLLEGE  BACK  TO  ITS  ROOTS 
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With the establishment of the newest student/faculty 

organization here on campus, Appalachian College of 

Pharmacy truly comes full circle to remember the roots of 

our profession. The Apothecary Medicinal Plant Society 

(ñAMPSò) will be involved in several on and off campus 

projects that involve the study and use of herbs and 

medicinal plants.  

We believe that the study of medicinal plants and their 

properties is not only the history of pharmacy but also its 

present and its future. AMPS has already been asked to help 

work on 4 projects involving satellite herbal  gardens, which 

we will be allowed to design ourselves, and there are plans 

for nature walks, lecturers, and events as early as this fall. 

AMPS also plans to produce a cookbook and start a 

medicinal plant facts newsletter in the future.  We welcome 

anyone at ACP with interest in medicinal plants, gardening, 

or the pharmacy traditions of other cultures to come join us. 

Our first open membership meetings are planned for Aug 3rd 

and Aug 31st and we will have a table at the orientation/

vendor fair.  Come and be a part of something that is 

literally as big as all outdoors.     

The profession of pharmacy has grown from the role of exclusively dispensing medication to providing the community 

with education, information, and comprehensive medication therapy management.  Pharmacists are the most accessible 

members of the healthcare team and are expected to play a number of roles including the provision of prescription medica-

tions; educating the community about public health issues; and providing comprehensive medication management.  Phar-

macists are also expected to monitor and educate patients regarding misuse of prescription medications and how to use 

medications safely and effectively.  

Over the past year, faculty member Dr. Sarah Melton worked closely with students to develop the Appalachian AWARxE 

project.  Appalachian AWARxE provides a comprehensive education program for pharmacy students, technicians, and 

pharmacists to prepare them to respond to the prescription drug abuse crisis in rural Appalachia through prevention, educa-

tion, and assistance efforts.  The educational programs are supported by recognition by the Appalachian Regional Com-

mission through a substance abuse grant awarded to ACP in October 2009. 

On Sunday, May 23rd, the College sponsored a one-day seminar with experts from multidisciplinary areas (pharmacy, 

medicine, law enforcement, and social work/counseling) educating over 100 participants about addiction, caring for the 

addicted patient, and being agents of change in communities in the fight against prescription drug abuse. Eight hours of 

free continuing medical and pharmacy education credit were provided by East Tennessee State University and the Virginia 

Pharmacists Association, respectively. In conjunction with development of this educational seminar, ACP developed an 

exemplary elective course in the Doctor of Pharmacy Program in the area of addiction. Using the American Association of 

Colleges of Pharmacy (AACP) Substance Abuse and Addictive Disease Curriculum, an elective course was developed to 

prepare 25 pharmacy students to transition into an experiential rotation in addiction which provided the students an oppor-

tunity to apply knowledge learned in the classroom in ñreal-lifeò situations and scenarios.   

Students are working with Dr. Melton to launch a student-led organization this fall that will be called PHASE ï Pharma-

cists Helping in Addiction Support and Education. Recently, Dr. Melton and third year students Robert Wood and Nicho-

las Howard presented a discussion on prescription drug abuse to the Community Watch Program in Richlands, VA in col-

laboration with Richlands Police Officer Jerry W. Gilbert.
